1. Approval of the Minutes from the meeting of March 17, 2020.      	             	      

Commissioner Sewell made the motion for approval; seconded by Commissioner Nienaber.  Judge Knochelmann called for a voice vote, and the motion passed unanimously 4-0.

B. Request approval from SD1 for the storm water pipes for the Kenton
County Golf Course. 

County Administrator Joe Shriver stated that right off of the subdivision that goes onto the golf course.  It is approximately 140 feet of pipe into the golf course.  Currently, it is a 24” pipe.  They are looking to expand it to a 36 inch pipe.  It is already working as a dry retention now.  They are asking to alleviate our dry retention amount by putting in a bigger pipe.  He doesn’t see any downside to this.

Commissioner Draud asked if SD1 is paying for this project?

Joe Shriver answered that yes, they are paying for this.

Commissioner Nienaber made the motion for approval; seconded by Commissioner Sewell.  Judge Knochelmann called for a voice vote, and the motion passed unanimously 4-0.

C. Acknowledgement of the receipt of the Kenton County Jailer’s 2020-2021
Budget prior to the statutory deadline of April 1, 2020.          

Judge Knochelmann stated that this is a statute regulation.  This is just the first draft, and a vote is not needed.

Judge Knochelmann stated that the first budget adjustment will be reimbursed, and the others are small.

Commissioner Sewell made the motion for approval; seconded by Commissioner Nienaber.  Judge Knochelmann called for a voice vote, and the motion passed unanimously 4-0.
						       
B. Resolution No. 20-08 
A Resolution of the County of Kenton, Kentucky authorizing the Kenton County Attorney to pursue the collection of certain code enforcement liens filed by the Kenton County Joint Code Enforcement Board against certain pieces of real property located in Unincorporated Kenton County and for the Kenton County Public Works Department to take all necessary steps to abate violations and nuisances thereon.

Judge Knochelmann stated that this is primarily addressing the Code Enforcement Board, and our Property Lien Enforcement effort in Latonia Lakes.  We have talked about this in the past couple of years, and budgeted money.  This gives us the legal ability to take action on the properties in the Latonia Lakes neighborhood in Kenton County.  

Commissioner Sewell stated that she is glad that Drew Harris finally got to put this to bed.

Commissioner Draud asked if this is for property that people aren’t keeping in the proper condition?

Judge Knochelmann answered that it is for properties that have been abandoned, and it would give us permission to demolish and clean up the property.  This legally allows us to clean it up.  

Commissioner Draud asked if there were people that were complaining in the area about the properties that weren’t being cared for?
Commissioner Sewell stated that the neighborhood has been working with us for some time to move some of these properties along, so they are very appreciative.

Commissioner Nienaber stated that what Commissioner Draud is talking about are Code Enforcement issues, and there are probably some abandoned properties as well.

Judge Knochelmann stated that this is primarily for those properties that have been vacated.  The properties that Commissioner Draud is talking about have been getting some response from the owners.  We go through a list of properties to see what level of action is needed.

Commissioner Draud made the motion for approval; seconded by Commissioner Sewell.  Judge Executive Knochelmann called for a roll call vote with the results being Commissioner Draud, yes, Commissioner Nienaber, yes, Commissioner Sewell, yes and Judge Knochelmann, yes.  The motion passed with a vote of 4-0.

She then thanked the Fiscal Court for the approval on the Latonia Lakes cases, but it may take a while before those cases can be filed due to the court restrictions right now.  Also, there is a 90 day extension for your driver’s license and renewal of car tags.

Commissioner Nienaber stated that these are trying times, and he hopes that everyone stays safe and smart and weathers the storm financially and physically.

Judge/Executive’s Report			

Judge Knochelmann stated that Joe Shriver has worked with his staff to split teams that are working from their homes, and the building is closed to the public but we continue to do county business.  The department budget meetings have been done virtually, and everyone will be kept in the loop with how the Coronavirus is affecting budget.  We have been meeting daily with Dr. Saddler from the Health Department, and getting updates.  He thanked Steve Hensley and his team for all of their work with the first responders, hospitals and cities.  As the Governor has been telling us, this will get worse before it gets better.  Also, the population at the jail is probably the lowest he has seen it in his history on the Fiscal Court.  Rob Sanders, Terry Carl and the Life Learning Center have worked to get people out of the jail, especially those that could be on home incarceration.  Everyone has been working seamlessly, and this smaller population puts less stress on the jail.

Judge Knochelmann then stated that we have been able to facilitate cooperation from the Convention Center to house the homeless.  The Health Department, different social service agencies and the City of Covington have been helping to facilitate this effort.  We are also scheduling a weekly meeting with the cities to update the Mayors about what is happening in the county.  We are looking for ways to get information out the community weekly as well.  He wants everyone to stay safe and well.

Adjournment

Having completed all business before the Court, Commissioner Draud offered a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Commissioner Nienaber.  Judge Knochelmann requested a voice vote whereupon all members present voted in the affirmative with a 4-0 vote.
